
March/April/May/June 2010 Workshops

CLASS 1 ~ Caterpillar Baby with Karen Tyler, an experienced handwork teacher from the Eugene Waldorf school.
This is a cunning and fun handwork project were will make a wee baby caterpillar with antenna and his springtime
leaf bed. We will be using 100% wool felt, cotton velour, wool fleece and embroidery floss to create this wee springtime
babe. Perfect for your Easter basket and Spring table.
Cost ~ $25.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, March 7th. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  Ages 12 years to adult.

CLASS 2 ~ Realistic Felted Rabbits with Karen Clarke, a talented fiber artist. You will learn about needle felting the
anatomy of an 8” Rabbit with moveable limbs. Using natural colored wool and a felting needle; we will sculpt a detailed
head and body with a yarn armature that allows him to move. There will be clothing and shoe patterns available to
dress your rabbit as time allows and a basket for eggs. If you have never felted before or are an experienced felter; this
is a chance to expand your needle felting skills with this “Wild Hare” project just in time for Easter.
Cost ~ $30.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, March 14th. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  Ages 12 years to adult.

Class 3 ~ Cake & Ice Cream with Karen Tyler. We will be creating a wool felt Cake – pincushion and a wool felt Ice Cream
tape measure holder.  Each item is made from felted wool sweaters and hand sewn with embroidery floss, beads and ribbon,
into the sweetest notions. These are very fun and very useful projects perfect for Mother’s day, Let them eat cake!
Cost ~ $28.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, April 11th. 1:30 - 4:30pm. Ages 12 years to adult.

CLASS 4 ~ Felted Pouches with Karen Clarke.  If you have ever wanted to try wet felting and didn’t know were to
start, this is a fun wet felting project to make a medium size bag. We’ll learn to use a resist for shaping and play with
adding design and embellishment to the fibers before felting begins. After it’s felted we’ll use the felting needle to add
design possibilities. Come join the Felting fun!
Cost ~ $ 30.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, April 18th. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  Ages 12 years to adult.

Class 5 ~ Flying Felted Pigs with Ayala Talpai, Eugene’s own Fantastic Fiber Artist. Try your hand at needle felting
an 8" flying pig with bendable limbs, sculpted head with jowl features, plump rear end and piggy tail.  Nothing says
Spring better then flying felted Porcine in pink fleece; Needle Felting at it’s most fanciful!
Cost ~ $30.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, April 25th. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  Ages 12 years to adult.

Class 6 ~ Spring Fleece Fairies with Joanne Dubrow.  We will create a 6" seasons fleece dolls using colored wool, pipe
cleaners, felting needles and roving. This is a wrapping and needle-felted doll. You can embellish these lovely seasons
fairies using the felting needle and wisps of colored wool. Bring a bit of nature’s magic onto your own table.
Cost ~ $28.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, May 2nd. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  Ages 12 years to adult.

Class 7 ~ 12" Blossom Baby Doll with Karen Tyler. Make you’re own 12" Waldorf styled Blossom baby with a cotton
velour body, stuffed with wool, shaped inner head, with cotton knit, embroidered face and wool yarn hair.  This is a
good first doll project to learn the inner shaped head method. There will be a clothing pattern supplied, so you can
dress you doll later.
Cost ~ $ 45.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, May 16th. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  This is an Adult-only class.

Class 8 ~ Felted May Flowers with Karen Clarke. Wet felt yourself some beautiful Spring flowers. We will use a starch
inner fabric during the wet process that adds shaping ability to the flowers. Needle felted embellishing can be done once
dry. You can make a Pin or head band or attach to your favorite bag. Smell the Roses and come felt some flowers with us!
Cost ~ $28.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, May 23rd. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  Ages 12 years to adult.

Class 9 ~ Felted Puppets with Ayala Talpai. We’ll wet felt a hand puppet over a resist form with colored wool. Needle
felt a detailed sculpted head to make your character. What ever you can imagine, A Troll, Spring Maiden, King of the
Forest, an animal, what ever you choose to create. This is really a great way to learn wet and dry felting, Ayala always
has great expert tips to share, so come try your hand.
Cost ~ $35.00, all materials included.  Date ~ Sunday, June 6th. 1:30 - 4:30pm.  Ages 12 years to adult.
